Quick Facts 
 

• Florida Crackers: the name “Crackers” 
comes from cattle farmers in Florida. 
Cowhunters used the cracking of  whips to 
drive their cattle.  

• Hygiene: Families living in Florida in 
1898 would only bath once a week. First 
the father would bathe, then more water 
would be added and the mother would 
bathe. Once again more water would be 
added and children would bathe, from 
oldest to youngest.  

• Entertainment: With no electricity 
families did not have television, 
computers, and even electric lights. Thus, 
to entertain themselves the family would 
read, sing, and sometimes attend social 
gatherings.    
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
